Regional Languages Promotion Day 2024  (02.03.2024) 
 

The Institution of Engineers (India) TamilNadu 

State Centre organized the Regional Languages 

Promotion Day 2024 on the title “முந்து 

தமிழர்களின் மமலாண்மம”  on 2nd 

March 2024 at 6.00 pm through online Zoom 

Meeting.  

  

The guest speaker was Er K Babusasitharan, 

Founder & President, Nimir Elakiya Vattam. 

Er D Gokul, Honorary Secretary, IE(I),TNSC 

delivered the welcome address and                     

Dr J Balamurugan, Chairman, IE(I) Tiruvallur 

Local Centre introduced the guest speaker and  

briefed about the Regional Language Promotion 

Day observed by IE(I).  

  

Er K Babusasitharan started his speech with the 

theme of "Linguistic Management," referencing 

the ancient (700 BC) Tamil grammar book 

Tholkapiyam, authored by the great ancient 

Tamil scholar, Mr. Tholkaapiyar. He discussed a 

specific sentence, "எல்லா  ச ால்லும்  

ச ாருள்  குறித்தனவே  "( All words have a 

meaning), to explain the formation of words and 

the time calculation for pronouncing each letter. 

He also shared his thoughts on how meaningful 

words form meaningful sentences, which in turn 

form meaningful paragraphs, leading to our 

entire communication system in our mother 

language. Language is not only an identity for 

the land and its people but also possesses the 

power to influence people and document our 

history. 

He then spoke about the ancient (50 BC) Tamil 

scholar Thiruvalluvar, who authored the 

significant work Thirukural on "Life 

Management." He explained how Thirukural 

covers soft skills and personality development 

for individuals and is applicable to people across 

the world. Thiruvalluvar's insights, written 2000 

years ago, remain relevant today and continue 

to influence Tamil society deeply. This enduring 

relevance highlights the profound knowledge 

and informative power of Thirukural. 

Additionally, he discussed the great Chola king, 

Karikal Cholan, who constructed the ancient 

dam “Kallanai” across the Kaveri River in the 

Thanjavur district. He elaborated on the 

significance of this construction in terms of 

water management, construction management, 

and civil engineering. The Kallanai stands as a 

state icon of Tamil Nadu and symbolizes the 

ingenuity of ancient Tamilians and the Chola 

dynasty. He emphasized the advanced 

knowledge and capability required to construct 

such a dam nearly 1900 years ago for state 

water management. 
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He also spoke about “ThanjaiPeriya Kovil,” built by 

Rajaraja Cholan in the 10th century, a thousand 

years ago, which remains a symbol of Tamil 

architectural prowess. This world monument, 

recognized by UNESCO, showcases the architectural 

expertise of ancient Tamilians. Furthermore, he 

highlighted the Chola kings' expansive naval 

network, which extended to Malaysia, Singapore, 

Indonesia, and Cambodia a thousand years ago, 

exemplifying ancient Tamil naval and war 

management. The efforts of the Cheran kings to 

transport stone from the Himalayas were presented 

as a testament to their travel management 

capabilities. 

In his narration, he explored 

the connections between 

various languages worldwide 

and the similarities between 

Tamil and other languages, 

such as the Yorba language of 

Nigerian tribes and cultural 

similarities with Thailand, 

Malaysia, and Singapore. 

The program concluded with a vote of thanks from 

Dr. V Karthikeyan, Chairman, IE(I) TNSC. Participants 

from various countries like Canada, Abu Dhabi and 

states like Hyderabad, Bangalore participated. 

Participants shared their thoughts on the program , 

which were new and enlightening for them, 

appreciating the ancient Tamil society's 

management expertise. They also expressed 

gratitude to the IEI and the entire organizing team. 

More than 60 participants participated in the guest 

lecture.
